The Society assists people in real need, Catholic and non-Catholic, of all ages, cultures and circumstances.

Our work

Our local Conferences care for the poor, deprived, lonely, housebound, isolated, sick, aged, grieving, students, homeless and refugees in real need of support and help, in various practical ways such as by
· Social contact – friendship, contact, work, advocacy, rights, transport to services.
· Materials supply – emergency food, clothing, furniture, warmth, school uniforms, essential house items.

· Personal support – prayer, support in bereavement and difficulties.
Examples of our work locally are visiting at home or in rest homes, transporting people to services and appointments, checking in on the sick, providing emergency food packs, supplying school uniform items to local students, and appeals for food, essential clothing and household items.
The Society also provides services from its Welfare Centre through its Foodbank, Pregnancy Assistance, fulltime Community Social Worker, counselling, budget planning, welfare advocacy, English language classes, the Night Shelter, Vincentian Home, and the Suzanne Aubert Soup Kitchen.

We usually consist of a core of active members who undertake most of our work, supported by many helpers and benefactors in the area who are ready to do occasional acts of service.
